The hedge will be judged as a living  stockproof  hedge. The use of deadwood must be strictly limited.                  No coping is allowed.
Judging will take place at the time of the competition.
The judges decision will be final.
Competitors will be expected to provide their own tools and equipment. 
Power tools users must comply with the relevant Health and safety regulations and competitors must have their own certificate of competence with them.
Safety clothing must be worn, eye protectors must be worn when at work.
Stakes will be provided by the organisers, which the competitors must use.
The draw for the lengths will be made at 9.15.am and finish at 3.00pm. The steward will notify the competitors if the times are to be altered in any way.
